The use of the template helps to ensure a consistent appearance for all papers in the Conference Proceedings.

Please use this style if you need to structure your paper into sub-sections. Please do not number sub-sections.

Using this document

Once you have your copy, the simplest way to work with the styles is to start typing over what is already here. If you need a heading or paragraph of a certain style in another part of the paper, simply copy and paste one that you already have. You can also see which style applies to a particular paragraph by inserting the cursor in the paragraph and looking at the “style” box visible in the Formatting Toolbar. Page set-up and formatting 

Please limit your text up to eight standard A5 pages (for plenary presentations the limit is 16 pages). When considering page limits, make sure you have not changed font sizes, margins, or paper size.

Please use formatting for Custom size paper, size 14.8 cm x 21.0 cm. This is important for the preparation of proceedings. Margins should be set at 1.8 cm top and 2.2 cm bottom; 1.8 cm left and 1.8 cm right. 

All text should be Times New Roman. Sizes are 11 point for Normal, and FigTitle; 10 point for  Reference. HEADING 1 is 14 point. 

Presenting references 

The reference list should be presented as shown at the end of this document. References use the BCMath Reference style, which gives 10 point type and a hanging indent. References in the text of the article are given in brackets with the name of the author, publishing year and  the number of the page of the source if needed (Ball, 1999; Vygotsky, 1978, p. 25)

Saving a file

Files should be saved in DOC-format and filenames should indicate the name of the first author. So, for example, an abstract by Dufus and Smith should have the filename Dufus.doc
